• More than half (~70%) of the participants would 
attend an in-person meeting even if there was a 
virtual meeting option available, and would pay the 
registration fee for a virtual meeting.

• To attend the in-person meeting, a role is required.
• The meetings that should be held in person, in order 

of priority, were identified as workshops, topic 
sessions, poster sessions, and business meetings.

• About half of the respondents stated that they would 
participate in a virtual meeting even outside of 
working hours.

• More than half of the respondents (~67%) stated 
that PICES should provide recommendations on 
the purchase of reliable carbon credits, and they 
also believe that carbon offset recommendations 
would be a worthwhile research topic 
for the PICES expert group.

8. Should PICES provide recommendations on purchase of reliable carbon credits to offset 
the greenhouse gas emissions associated with PICES
meetings? (carbon credit = a reduction, avoidance or capture of greenhouse gas emissions 
achieved by a certified project. One carbon credit represents the reduction or removal of one 
tonne of carbon dioxide or its equivalent in other greenhouse gasses)

• More than half of the 
respondents support the 
idea of member nations 
making financial 
contributions for carbon 
offset.

• About half of the 
respondents indicated 
that the carbon offset fee 
should be included in the 
registration fee.

• Most of of respondents (~90%) agree that plastic 
products should not be used at the PICES annual 
meeting. 

• About half of the respondents indicated that it is 
not necessary to distribute souvenirs at the 
annual meeting.

• The majority of respondents (~75%) expressed a 
willingness to participate in beach clean-up 
activities during the annual meeting
